


: Which devices can | connect to the AMX switching system?

A: AMX switches are compatible with all of the major broadcast

devices including Pinnacle Deko, Harris Device Manager and
Raid arrays. AMX switches also support computer interfaces
such as PC, Mac and SGl.

: Does the AMX switch have any custom features developed
for the broadcast environment?

1 Yes. AMX switches support two features that are specific to
the broadcast environment:

Support for the Pinnacle FAK (Fast Action Keyboard), which
allows a standard Pinnacle FAK keyboard to be used to control
a Pinnacle Deko chassis. The chassis is shared between
multiple users, and retains all the controls and functions of a
locally connected FAK.

The network interface with nVision routers allows computer
users to switch the audio and TV output from their computers
to the desk using an nVision router. This function lets a user
connect to a computer that has audio or TV outputs. The
KVM is switched to the user's desk using the AMX switch.
The audio and TV are switched to the desk using a slave
nVision router.

The AMX switching system supports resolutions up to
1,600 x 1,200 @ 75Hz with a very high quality of transmission.
Optimal resolution provides a user experience identical to
that offered by a direct computer connection.

: Can | use the AMX switching solution to extend a single
device from my machine room to a user location?

: Yes. The combination of the AMX AMIQ server interface

module and AMX5120 user station will allow a computer-
based device to be extended up to 1,000 feet from the
machine room to the user's desk.
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. If my engineers need to access devices in an emergency

from a remote location, how do they do this?

: Using one of the Avocent KVM over IP switching solutions,

it is possible to extend the AMX switching feature anywhere
within the reach of the corporate network. This would allow
engineers to access the AMX switching system from their
homes using a VPN connection and a laptop, thereby avoiding
the need to travel to the facility to resolve every problem.

: In my post production studios, | need to allocate some

of my back room computers to different studios. | need
to make this adjustment as different project teams are
visiting my studios. How do | do this?

: The AMX switch can be configured through the AMX

AMWorks® Java-based system administration tool. AMWorks
software assigns access rights to different users at different
times. For example, this allows the administrator to assign
access to computers 1-5 to all users in the studio A group
and deny them access to any other computers. Once the
studio A users have departed, the access can be removed
and the devices re-assigned to different users.

: What happens when | need to change my configuration?

A: As users come and go from the post production suites, it is

possible to allocate computer access to each of them using
the AMWorks software.

Also, as the switching environment changes and computers
are added or moved, the KVM configuration automatically
updates without the need for re-configuration. This is done
through the use of the unique identifier that is assigned to
each AMIQ module.
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
